2022. On a monthly basis, the inflation
rate in the State of Kuwait increased
by 0.30 percent, the price of the health

group increased by 0.92 percent, followed by an increase in the
price of the restaurants and hotels group by 0.91 percent, and the
stability of the price of the telecommunications group.

Queen Alia International Airport in
Jordan received, for the first time in
its history, 9 million and 201 thousand
and 269 passengers, during the last
year 2023, an increase of 17.4 percent,
compared to the statistics of 2022, and
during the same period.

The West is at Risk of Losing $288 Billion if Russian

Assets are Confiscated
Russia's “RIA Novosti” agency has
estimated that the West will lose
at least $288 billion in assets and
investments if it confiscates frozen
Russian assets to help rebuild
Ukraine.
The agency cited data showing
that direct investment by the
European Union, the Group of
Seven, Australia and Switzerland
in the Russian economy amounted
to about $ 288 billion at the end
of 2022, of which the European
Union countries have $ 223.3 billion of assets, of which 98.3
billion are officially owned by Cyprus, 50.1 billion for the
Netherlands, and $ 17.3 billion for Germany. It revealed that
the top five European investors in the Russian economy are
also France with assets and investments worth $ 16.6 billion,
and Italy with $ 12.9 billion. Among the Group of Seven
countries, Britain is ranked with British assets in Russia
worth about $18.9 billion.

M Red Sea Crisis Begins To Disrupt Global Supply Chains

Amr Samdouni, Secretary General of the International Transport
and Logistics Division at the Cairo Chamber of Commerce,
warned that the Red Sea crisis has begun to disrupt the movement
of global supply chains in general, specifically, food shipments
that reach consumers around the world.

He pointed out that the tensions in the Bab al-Mandab area in
the Red Sea have had a negative impact on ship traffic in the
Suez Canal. Citing the statements of the head of the Suez Canal
Authority, Osama Rabie, who revealed that the percentage of ship
traffic in the canal decreased by approximately 30 percent between
January 1 and 11, 2024 on an annual basis, and dollar revenues
decreased by about 40 percent during the same period.
